One of the weird things about the normal school day is that we expect kids to work easily—even
comfortably—in groups, often without explaining the power and benefits of learning within a group. In
this webinar attendees learned explicit ways to help students explore the value of face-to-face (and
online) group learning, especially when the interventionists (parents, teachers, clinicians, therapists)
focus on building students' social emotional competencies rather than “trying to get kids to
